Please check each day that your child will attend summer camp. Once you receive confirmation of your child’s placement, you
are responsible for payment regardless of whether your child attends. Payment for July dates (camp fees and weekly and daily
extended care) is due no later than June 1%. Payment for August dates is due no later than July 1%

Weekly discounted rate applies only when registering for complete weeks at the time of registration. Weekly rate does not apply
if registered for a partial week and days are added later to complete the week. If you register for a full week and received the
discounted weekly rate and wish to cancel any days during that week you are responsible for 30 day written notice and will be
charged the regular daily rate for the days that are remaining. TLC requires a thirty day written notice for all cancellations. We
will not refund payment without thirty days written notice. Payment is required for all days registered even if your child does not
attend. Payment applies to the days you registered for. You may not switch days for any reason. If you wish to add days
throughout the summer you may do so with space permitting. The office must be notified of changes in writing. Payment for any
additional days is due at the time they are added.

If you would like to use extended care on an hourly basis statements for hourly extended care charges will be sent home each
Monday. Hourly extended care charges are due no later than the Friday after they were incurred.

Morning drop off is from 8:45am-9:00am. Students arriving before 8:45am will be charged the hourly drop-in fee of $12.00 per
hour or any portion of an hour. Afternoon pickup is from 2:55-3:10. Students picked up after 3:10 will be charged the hourly
drop-in fee. Charges are billed on clock hours. (ie. 3-4, 4-5). Extended care closes at 6:00 pm. If you arrive late, a $2.00 a
minute fee must be paid directly to the staff member on duty.

There are a limited number of spaces available. Students are placed in the order applications are received. An email will be
sent to the email address provided confirming placement.

All children must be completely toilet trained to register/attend camp.
